Availability: 15th October - 31st January, 2018
Eligibility: Registered as living in Iga and not yet school age 
(Born after April 2nd 2011)
Amount: Up to 1500 yen per vaccination (*max. of two 
vaccinations)
Please bring: health insurance card, mother-child passbook 
(Boshi techo). 
In Iga:  Make an appointment directly with the clinic.The 
amount you pay will already have the amount of financial 
support included in it. You do not have to file for 
reimbursement. 
Outside Iga:  Make an appointment directly with the clinic. 
Please pay the full amount. The financial support will not have 
been deducted.  Please bring a receipt which shows where 
you got the vaccination and how much it cost, your inkan and 
your bank book (so the money can be transferred to your 
account).  You can find the form to apply for reimbursement 
at the Health Dept. in City Hall, or download it from the city's 
website.  

Availability: 15th October - 31st January, 2018.
Locations: Any medical clinic in Mie Prefecture
Eligibility: 
① Registered as living in Iga and over 65 on the day of 
vaccination.
② Between 60 and 65 on the day of vaccination with immune 
system deficiencies and in possession of a Grade 1 disability 
passbook. 
Amount you pay: You pay 2000 yen (directly to the clinic). Free 
for those receiving welfare support. 
In Iga:  Make an appointment directly with the clinic.
Outside Iga:  Please contact the Health Dept. in Iga if you 
want to get the vaccination outside Iga. Please take your 
health insurance certificate and health passbook with you. If 
you do not have a health passbook, you will
be given a certificate to show that you have been vaccinated.

Prefectual housing applications now open けんえい じゅうたく にゅうきょしゃ ぼしゅう
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In Iga, checkup examinations are available at 18 months (children up until 21 months can take it) and 3 years (for 
children up to 3 years and 9 months of age). Notifications will be sent out to homes with children eligibile for the checkups. 
These notifications will be in Japanese, so please bring your letter along with you to City Hall if you need help 
understanding its content. 

If possible, see your regular doctor during normal clinic opening hours.
Choose a regular clinic to go to when you need to see a doctor.
What should you do if you fall sick suddenly , or are sick on a day when the clinic you go to is closed?

1．Contact a health clinic (shinryou sho) or or emergency clinic (oukyuu shinryou jo).

【Specializations】 General and pediatrics  ＊Injuries and minor illnesses (first aid)

2． The Mie Medical Information Center (Mie ken Kyuukyuu Iryou Jouhou Center) 
can give you information about which hospitals are available in your area. Contact the centre on TEL 059-229-1199
＊After that, call the clinic/hospital to confirm opening hours and so on. 
＊When you go there, be sure to take your health insurance card/certificate.
＊If you no longer need assistance, call the clinic or hospital to cancel your appointment.

3．The hospitals on duty are for patients with serious injuries or illnesses who need specialist medical care or who need to
be admitted to hospital.
＊Only by referral from a medical facility, emergency consultant or taken by ambulance →Shimin Byouin
＊Not necessary to arrive by ambulance, but you must call ahead to say that you are on your way → Okanami and Nabari Hospitals

Lights on Before Dark Initiative
ゆうぐれどき、ちょっと はやめの らいとおん うんどう

【Active Period】October 1st – December 31st

【Details】- Turning on headlights and lamps early when the sun begins 
to set. (cars, motorbikes and bicycles)
- When going out at sunset or night, wear bright clothing and light 
reflecting belts. (pedestrians and cyclists)
Sunset in autumn and winter coincides with rush hour, bringing with it a 
greater chance of traffic accidents. To prevent this, we have launched 
the ‘Lights on Before Dark Initiative’

Registration in "The information on 
persons in need of aids in case of 
disaster”

In Iga-shi, for disaster prevention, we are promoting 
a system to promptly and safely provide disaster 
information and evacuation assistance, for elderly 
people or disabled people who have difficulty to 
evacuate on their own.

"The information on persons in need of aid in case of 
disaster” will be used for disaster prevention activities 
and safety confirmation and guidance for evacuation at 
the time of a disaster.
(1) Consent Method

The person in need of aid will receive the application 
form directly from the Iga municipal office and submit 
the consent form to register his/ her information.
- A person living alone who is 65 years of age or older
- Persons in households over 65 years of age
- Person undergoing the 
certification of long-term care (from level 3 to 5 of 
Certified Nursing Care)
- People who have a disability certificate
( 2 )  Sign up Method

The applicant will submit his/ her information to 
register in "The information on persons in need of aid 
in case of disaster” program.
